The dealer button position will be determined by draw at table 1 

and the result of the draw in question will be applied to the rest of 

the tables.

 The game for Side Event 3 is Pot Limit OMAHA (PLO). 

 

 These special terms of the Main & Side event tournaments will be 

uploaded on the Casino Loutraki web-site www.casinoloutraki.gr. 

 

 The players alone are responsible to familiarise themselves with 

the tournament terms.   

 

 Applications for participation to the Main Event will be accepted 

only at the Main Cash Desk of the Casino until 13:00 on Day 1A & 

1B of the Main Tournament.  

 

 Applications for participation to all Side Events will be accepted 

only at the Main Cash Desk of the Casino until the starting time of 

every event.

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 After that time, overdue registration will be accepted, upon 

payment of the entry fee and registration fee, provided there are 

vacant seats or players have been eliminated and at any rate until 

the blind bets of the following level for each tournament have been 

completed:

 Applications for participation will be accepted based on strict order 

of priority.    

 

 Participants can only register once to the Main Event (either on 

Day 1A or Day1B). 
 

 Cancellations will only be accepted the latest two hours before the 

start of each specific event. 
 

 The stages of the Main Event & Side Events will not be conducted 

in the presence of players or invited spectators not participating in 

the tournaments, meaning they will not be allowed to remain in the 

area where the tournament is conducted.   
 

 Blind bets will be increased regularly, according to BETTING 

STRUCTURE TABLES hereunder. 
 

 Any bet increase indicated by the tournament MIS system will take 

place after the completion of the hand in progress.  The hand will 

commence once the dealer starts shuffling the cards.  
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 If two or more players at the same table are eliminated from the 

tournament during the same hand, the player with the higher chip 

count at the start of the hand will receive the higher finishing 

place.   
 

 If two or more players are eliminated from the tournament at 

separate tables, each eliminated player will be assigned a lower 

place, than the player eliminated after him, and if it is impossible 

to determine which player was eliminated first, the prize involved 

will be split equally.   
 

 Player chips and the highest denomination of chips must be visible 

at all times on the table.  Players may not have in their pockets 

tournament chips, while chips from other games are not permitted 

on the table.    
 

 If a player must use a cell phone s/he must obligatorily step away 

from the table. 
 

 At the end of Days 1A & 1B (Preliminaries) and 2 (Semi-final), the 

chip bank of each player who made it to the next stage will be 

placed inside a plastic security envelope, after their points are 

counted, which will then be sealed and signed by each beneficiary 

player and will be given to the player sealed for the conduct of the 

next stage of the tournament of the following day. The same 

procedure will apply for Side Event 2 – Preliminary. 

 

 In case of cancellation of Main Event, all Satellite winners will 

be paid in full (€ 550).

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CHAPTER C 

SUPPLEMENTARY TERMS 

CONDITIONS & REGULATIONS 
 

The Satellite & Super Satellite tournaments in Chapter A and the Main 

Tournament and Side tournaments in Chapter B, will be conducted with 

the cooperation of Global Poker Tours Ltd (PokerStars).  Both natives and 

foreigners will participate.  On a commercial level, both Casino Loutraki 

and “PokerStars” have agreed to observe a Code of Ethics, aiming at 

promoting the commercial interests of both companies and to safeguard 

their reputation and clientele.  

The following Supplementary Special Terms, Conditions & Regulations 

constitute a minimum level of securing the above aim and are made 

available to entrants, so as to be aware of them and agree to them, as 

follows: 

1. Logos / branding – Publicity 

a.  Players will be allowed to wear logos/branding on their shirts 

provided that the following restrictions are accepted and 

implemented:   

 

a. 1  One breast pocket logo no larger than 70cm squared. 

 

a. 2  One shirt sleeve logo no larger than 40cm squared. 

 

b.  No other branding on any part of the player’s clothing or body will 

be permitted during an Event. 

 

c.  Subject to the other terms and conditions hereof, a player will be 

permitted to wear gaming logos which are not those of the headline

e.  As per the Event waiver form, officially Sponsored players must 

ensure that the logo of their Sponsor is worn at the beginning of 

any Event in line with the above clauses and such Sponsored 

players must clearly reference their Sponsor's logo in the 

appropriate field on the Event waiver form, prior to the start of the 

Event. Any Sponsored player who does not wear their Sponsors 

logo before a tournament starts and then tries to  subsequently 

wear the logo in a later stage of any tournament, will need to 

provide written proof of their Sponsored Affiliation, prior to such 

player being permitted to wear the logo in question. 

 

f.  Players who choose to wear the branded logo of an approved 

gaming operator during the Event, must abide by clause (e) above. 

 

g.  No more than 10% of the overall entry field at any Event during the 

GPC can wear the branding/logos of any single company with the 

exception of Poker Stars. If more than 10% of the players in any 

Event are wearing the branding/logos of any single company other 

than Poker Stars, then the players themselves or a company 

representative will decide which players will continue to wear the 

branded clothing. If no decision is made, then the tournament 

organizers will high card the players to make a decision. 

 

h. No more than 2 players on the final table of an Event can wear the 

logo(s) of any single company, with the exception of Poker Stars. If 

more than 2 players from any single company reach the final table, 
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then the players themselves or a company representative must 

decide which players will continue to wear the branded clothing 

during the Event in question. If no decision is made, then the 

tournament organizers will high card the players to make decision. 

Any player starting the final table wearing no logos must remain as 

such throughout the final. 

 

i.  The organizers will have absolute discretion to approve the clothing 

and apparel worn by the players during the Event. They will also 

have the right to remove any logo(s), image(s) or word(s) on the 

players' clothing and apparel, which in their opinion contravenes 

commonly accepted standards.

photo shootings are allowed during the tournaments for 

transmission and broadcast as a delayed television series 

broadcast either live or recorded, in all forms of media (TV, printed 

media, internet etc.). 

 

b.  Players participating in the above tournaments of Greek Poker Cup 

are required to permit their image and full name to be shown on 

television internationally, without restriction and in all forms of 

media (print, online, etc.). Participation in the Greek Poker Cup is 

taken as that player giving their consent to the above broadcast 

and publicity. 

 

c.  Players participating in the Greek Poker Cup have resigned from 

the entire copyright throughout the world in any film and /or video 

or other recordings of themselves taken or made during any phase 

or stage of the Greek Poker Cup tournament.  

 

 d.  Players must be willing to attend press conferences or / and 

television interviews at any reasonable time during any GPC Event, 

if requested by the organizers.
